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I. Import of live ruminants

1) The import of live bovine animals is banned from countries with recorded cases of
BSE.

2) The import of ovine and caprine animals is allowed from all countries that are
approved by the IVSAH for this purpose, and according to the required protocol.

II. Import of ruminant breeding material

The import of semen, fertilized ova and in vivo derived embryos, is allowed from all
countries that are approved by the IVSAH for this purpose, and according to the
required protocol.

III. Import of ruminant meat and offal
1) The import of beef meat and offal is banned from countries with recorded cases of
BSE.

2) Disregard art. I11.1) above, the import of the following products is allowed from all
countries that are approved by the IVSAH for this purpose, and according to the
required protocol:

a. boneless beef meat and offal originate from bovine animals not older than
24 months at the time of slaughter, and

b. bone-in meat and offal originate from milk calves not older than 6 months
at the time of slaughter, and

c. sheep and goat meat and offal.

*) BSE countries/regions include Austria, Belgium, Canada, the Czech Republic, Denmark, Finland,
France, Germany, Greece, Ireland, Italy, Japan, Licchtenstein, Luxembourg, the Netherlands, Poland,
Portugal, the Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, the United Kingdom, the United States of
